A. City Manager’s Report

require a complete reconstruction. They are looking to use the funds from the
Capitol Plan as it is an intersection and will not qualify for special assessments.
Conrath approved the use of Capitol funds, seconded by Mansfield, motion
carried 7-0.

2. Clear Lake Pavilion will not be completed this year. Sledding on the hill should
be available.
3. Staffis reviewing the line of site concerns at Tink Larson Field.
4. Storm water pooling by Dairy Queen is due to the lack of inlets along the
longer runs of curb.

RESOLUTION NO. 22-60

A RESOLUTION OF CITY OF WASECA, MINNESOTA
APPROVING A RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY TAX ABATEMENT PROGRAM

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Waseca (“City Council”) has approved a Tax Abatement
Housing Program to encourage housing development within the City and has asked Waseca County to
approve a tax abatement to augment the City program; and

WHEREAS, the City of Waseca desires to encourage, promote and facilitate residential
development on vacant residential lots located within the City of Waseca (“City”), and has adopted a
Residential Tax Abatement, a true and correct copy is on file at the offices of the City Manager, pursuant
to which the City intends to offer abatement of City-imposed property taxes on qualifying residential
properties in the City for which building permits for single family residential structures are applied for and
issued by the City on or before December 31, 2024; and

WHEREAS, the parcels of real property for which abatements of City of Waseca-imposed property
taxes are conditionally approved herein are identified and legally described in Resolution 17-40, Appendix
A (the “eligible parcels”), and generally consist of every current vacant, unimproved parcel of property in
a residential zoning district in the City of Waseca that are served by municipal infrastructure including
central water and sanitary sewer service; and

WHEREAS, the City will use tax abatement for the purposes provided for in the Abatement Law
and the City’s approved Tax Abatement to match the proposed term of the abatements for each eligible
property that satisfies the conditions for abatement established herein (“the qualifying parcels described
in Resolution 17-40, Appendix A”); and

WHEREAS, the City proposes to use tax abatement for the purposes provided for in the
Abatement Law and the Abatement Policy (and hereinafter defined). The proposed term of the
abatements for each eligible property that satisfies the conditions for abatement established herein (“the
qualifying parcels”) will be for a term not to exceed ten years, with the City abating 50 percent of the
portion of the City’s share of ad valorem property taxes on the qualifying parcel derived from the value of
the residential structure for which the City issues a building permit and paid by the property owner. The
total abatement amount for any single qualifying parcel is not to exceed $20,458.85, for a maximum total
abatement of City-imposed property taxes not to exceed $3,409.76. The abatements will apply to the
City’s share of ad valorem property taxes on the qualifying parcels derived from the value of the residential
structure for which the City issues a building permit and paid by the record owners of such qualifying
parcels (the “abatements”); and

WHEREAS, on December 20, 2016, the Council held a public hearing on the question of the
abatements, with proper notice being duly given and published in advance; and

WHEREAS, the Abatements are authorized under Minnesota Statutes, Section 469.1812 through
469.1815 (the “Abatement Law”).



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council approve the Tax Abatement Applications
substantially in form as presented, submitted by Daniel J Rux and Kim Rux (1121 11" Avenue SE) Parcel ID
#17.535.0540.

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RESIDENTIAL TAX ABATEMENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made as of the day of December 2022, by and among the
City of Waseca, Minnesota, a Minnesota municipal corporation (the “City”’) and Dan J. Rux and
Kim Rux, a married couple,

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, following notice and a public hearing, the Waseca City Council adopted
Resolution No. 16-56 on December 20, 2016 (the “City Abatement Resolution™), and thereby
approved a program (the “City Abatement Program™) to encourage residential development on
vacant residential lots in the City by providing abatement of the City’s share of ad valorem
property taxes on qualifying parcels derived from the value of the residential structure for which
the City issues a building permit and paid by the record owner(s) of such qualifying parcels in
accordance with the referenced City Abatement Resolution, State law and the terms of the City’s
Residential Tax Abatement Policy (attached to the City Abatement Resolution as Appendix A);
and

WHEREAS, Developer has been approved for a building permit for a single family
residential structure located at 1121 11™ Avenue SE in the City (Parcel No. 017.535.0540 (the
“Property”), and the City has determined that the Property has qualified for tax abatement
pursuant to the City’s Residential Tax Abatement Policy; and

WHEREAS, the City has approved abatement of the increased portion of the City’s share
of ad valorem property taxes on the Property derived from the value of the residential
development of the Property for a period not to exceed SIX (6) years, specifically with respect to
the payable 2024 through 2029 property taxes, in a total amount not to exceed $20,458.58 and

WHEREAS, the City believes that the development of the Property and fulfillment of this
Agreement are in the best interests of the City, will contribute to the growth and modernization
the housing options in the City, and increase the tax base in the City, and are in accordance with
the public purpose and provisions of the applicable state and local laws and requirements under
which the Property will be developed and is being assisted; and

WHEREAS, the requirements of the Business Subsidy Law, Minnesota Statutes, Section
116J.993 through 116J.995, do not apply to this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the City believes that the Project will meet the conditions of the Tax
Abatement Act and Tax Abatement Program in that: (a) the City expects the benefits to the City
from this Agreement to equal or exceed the costs to the City of this Agreement; and (b) the City
finds that granting the Tax Abatement is in the public interest because it will increase or preserve
the City’s tax base, provide employment opportunities in the City, and increase the housing
opportunities available in the City; and

WHEREAS, the Developer and the City desire to enter into this Agreement in
satisfaction of applicable requirements of the City, and to set out the undertakings and obligations
of each party from this point forward with respect to the development of the Property.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual obligations of the
parties hereto, each of them does hereby covenant and agree with the other as follows:



ARTICLE |
DEFINITIONS

Section 1.1 Definitions. All capitalized terms used and not otherwise defined herein
shall have the following meanings unless a different meaning clearly appears from the context:

Abatement Program means the program to encourage residential development on vacant
residential lots in the City by providing the City Tax Abatements in accordance with the
referenced City Abatement Resolution, State law and the terms of the City’s Residential Tax
Abatement Policy;

Abatement Resolution means Resolution No. 16-56 on December 20, 2016, together with
the Residential Tax Abatement Policy attached thereto as Appendix A,

Agreement means this Agreement, as the same may be from time to time modified,
amended or supplemented,;

Business Day means any day except a Saturday, Sunday or a legal holiday or a day on
which banking institutions in the City are authorized by law or executive order to close;

City means the City of Waseca, Minnesota;
Code means the City’s Code of Ordinances;
Developer means Dan J. Rux and Kim Rux and their heirs, successors and assigns;

Event of Default means any of the events described in Section 4.1;

Project means the construction of a single family residential structure by the Developer
on the Property;

Project Improvements means each and all of the improvements to be performed and/or
constructed on the Property as part of the Project, pursuant to the Project Plans reviewed and
approved by the City and for which the City issues a building permit. The timing of Developer’s
construction of the Project is described in more detail in remaining portions of this Agreement.
All Project Improvements shall be completed to City specifications as provided in the Project
Plans, this Agreement, and the Code;

Project Plans means all submissions required by the City Ordinances, or this Agreement
with respect to the Project and all plans, drawings, plats and related documents for the
construction of the Project, approved by the City and Developer, irrespective of whether the
Developer’s and/or the City’s final approval of any such documents occurs before or after the
execution and delivery of this Agreement;

Property means the real property legally described on Exhibit A, attached hereto;

State means the State of Minnesota;



Tax Abatement Act means Minnesota Statutes, Sections 469.1812 through 469.1815;

Tax Abatement Program means the Residential Tax Abatement Policy approved in the
Abatement Resolutions, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 469.1812 through 469.1815, as
amended; and

Tax Abatements means the City’s reimbursement to the Developer of the City’s share of
ad valorem property taxes on the Property derived from the value of the residential development
of the Property and paid by the Developer for a period not to exceed [ten] years, specifically with
respect to the payable [2024] through [2033] property taxes, in a total amount not to exceed
$[20,458.85], pursuant to the specific provisions of Section 3.8;

ARTICLE II

REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

Section 2.1 Representations and Warranties of the City. The City makes the following
representations and warranties:

@ The City is a municipal corporation organized under the laws of the State and has
the power to enter into this Agreement and carry out its obligations hereunder.

2 The City Abatement Program was created, adopted and approved in accordance
with the terms of the Tax Abatement Act.

3 The City has made the findings required by the Tax Abatement Act for the Tax
Abatement Program.

(@) This Agreement has been duly approved by the City Council of the City and the
execution and delivery of this Agreement has been authorized by such City Council.

Section 2.2 Representations and Warranties of the Developer. The Developer makes the
following representations and warranties:

(1) The Developer is a Married couple and residents of the State of Minnesota, and
have the power to enter into the Agreement and to perform its obligations hereunder and is not in
violation any local, state or federal laws.

2 The Developer will cause the Project to be constructed in accordance with the
terms of the Agreement, the Project Plans, and all local, state, and federal laws and regulations
(including, but not limited to, environmental, zoning, energy conservation, building code and
public health laws and regulations, City Policy and Code).

3) The Developer will obtain or cause to be obtained, in a timely manner, all
required permits, licenses and approvals, and will meet, in a timely manner, all requirements of
all applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations which must be obtained or met before
the Project may be lawfully constructed. Without in any way limiting the foregoing, the
Developer will request and seek to obtain from the City, if necessary, such approvals, variances,
conditional use permits, zoning changes and other required City approvals as may be applicable.



(@) The Project will, as of the date it is completed and subject to the issuance of City
approvals as herein contemplated, contain only uses permitted under the Code.

(5) The Project would not be undertaken by the Developer, and in the opinion of the
Developer would not be economically feasible within the reasonably foreseeable future, without
the assistance and benefit to the Developer provided for in this Agreement.

(6) Neither the execution and delivery of this Agreement, the consummation of the
transactions contemplated hereby, nor the fulfillment of or compliance with the terms and
conditions of this Agreement is prevented, limited by or conflicts with or results in a breach of,
the terms, conditions or provision of any contractual restriction, evidence of indebtedness,
agreement or instrument of whatever nature to which the Developer is now a party or by which it
is bound, or constitutes a default under any of the foregoing.

(7 The Developer will cooperate fully with the City with respect to any litigation
commenced with respect to the project, but only to the extent that the City and the Developer are
not adverse parties to the litigation.

(8) The Developer will cooperate fully with the City in resolution of any traffic,
drainage, utility, parking, trash removal or public safety problems which may arise in connection
with the construction and operation of the Project.

ARTICLE Il
UNDERTAKINGS BY DEVELOPER AND CITY

Section 3.1 Construction of Project and Reimbursement of Cost.

@ The costs of the construction of the Project shall be paid by the Developer. The
Developer will construct the Project in a good and workmanlike manner in accordance with the
Project Plans and at all times prior to the termination of this Agreement will operate and
maintain, preserve and keep the Project or cause the Project to be maintained, preserved and kept
with the appurtenances and every part and parcel thereof, in good repair and condition.

2 Upon completion of the Project, the City shall partially reimburse the Developer
for the costs of the Project pursuant to the Abatement Program as provided in Section 3.8.

Section 3.2 Limitations on Undertaking of the City. Notwithstanding the provisions of
Sections 3.1, the City shall have no obligation to reimburse the Developer for the costs of the
Project, if the City, at the time or times such payment is to be made, is entitled under Section 4.2
to exercise any of the remedies set forth therein as a result of an Event of Default which has not
cured.

Section 3.3 Commencement and Completion of Construction.

The Developer shall complete the Project within twelve months of the issuance of the
building permit for the Project. All Project Improvements to be constructed or provided by the
Developer shall be in conformity with the Project Plans as submitted by the Developer and
approved by the City.



Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to impair or limit any of the City’s rights or
responsibilities under its zoning laws or construction permit processes.

Section 3.4 Damage and Destruction. In the event of damage or destruction of the
Project the Developer shall repair or rebuild the Project.

Section 3.5 No Change in Use of Project. The City’s obligations pursuant to this
Agreement shall be subject to the continued operation of the Project by the Developer.

Section 3.6 Prohibition Against Transfer of Project and Assignment of Agreement. The
Developer represents and agrees that prior to the termination date of this Agreement the
Developer shall not transfer the Project or any part thereof or any interest therein, without the
prior written approval of the City. The City shall be entitled to require as conditions to any such
approval that;

(1) Any proposed transferee shall have the qualifications and financial responsibility,
in the reasonable judgment of the City, necessary and adequate to fulfill the obligations
undertaken in this Agreement by the Developer.

2 Any proposed transferee, by instrument in writing satisfactory to the City shall,
for itself and its successors and assigns, and expressly for the benefit of the City, have expressly
assumed all of the obligations of the Developer under this Agreement and agreed to be subject to
all the conditions and restrictions to which the Developer is subject.

3) There shall be submitted to the City for review and prior written approval all
instruments and other legal documents involved in effecting the transfer of any interest in this
Agreement or the Project.

Section 3.7 Real Property Taxes. The Developer acknowledges that it is obligated under
law to pay all real property taxes and special assessments payable with respect to all parts of the
Property acquired and owned by it which are payable pursuant to this Agreement, State law and
any other statutory or contractual duty that shall accrue subsequent to the date of its acquisition of
title to the Property (or part thereof) and until title to the property is vested in another person.
The Developer agrees that for tax assessments so long as this Agreement remains in effect:

(1) It will not seek administrative review or judicial review of the applicability of
any tax statute relating to the ad valorem property taxation of real property contained on the
Property determined by any tax official to be applicable to the Project or the Developer or raise
the inapplicability of any such tax statute as a defense in any proceedings with respect to the
Property, including delinquent tax proceedings; provided, however, “tax statute” does not include
any local ordinance or resolution levying a tax;

2 It will not seek administrative review or judicial review of the constitutionality of
any tax statute relating to the taxation of real property contained on the Property determined by
any tax official to be applicable to the Project or the Developer or raise the unconstitutionality of
any such tax statute as a defense in any proceeding, including delinquent tax proceeding with
respect to the Property; provided, however, “tax statute” does not include any local ordinance or
resolution levying a tax;



3 It will not seek any tax deferral or abatement, either presently or prospectively
authorized under Minnesota Statutes, Section 469.181, or any other State or federal law, of the ad
valorem property taxation of the Property so long as this Agreement remains in effect.

Section 3.8 Tax Abatements.

(1) The Tax Abatements paid to the Developer shall be in accordance with and
subject to the terms and conditions contained in the Abatement Resolution and the Tax
Abatement Act.

2 The Tax Abatement shall be for a duration not to exceed SIX (6) years and shall
apply to the City’s share of ad valorem property taxes on the Property derived from the value of
the residential development of the Property and paid by the Developer, beginning with taxes
payable in 2024 and continuing through taxes payable in 2029, in the lesser amount annually of
$3,409.76 or 75 percent of the City’s share of ad valorem property taxes on the Property derived
from the value of the residential development of the Property for that year.

3 On or before January 1 and July 1 each year commencing July 1, 2024, and
including January 1, 2029, the Developer shall invoice the City in the amount of the City’s
portion of ad valorem property taxes on the Property paid by Developer in the previous six-month
period to which the Developer is entitled to reimbursement under this Section. On or before
February 1 and August 1 each year commencing August 1, 2024, and including February 1, 2030,
the City shall pay the Developer the amount of the Tax Abatements received by the City in the
previous six-month period.

(@) In order to be entitled to the City Tax Abatements provided for in this
Agreement, the Developer shall not be in default within the City of any of its payment obligations
respecting any taxes, assessments, utility charges or other governmental impositions.
Notwithstanding the other provisions of this Article, the City shall not have any obligation to the
Developer with respect to the Abatement of taxes hereunder if the City, at the time or times such
obligation is required, is entitled to exercise any of the remedies set forth in this Agreement as a
result of an Event of Default, which has not been cured.

ARTICLE IV
EVENTS OF DEFAULT
Section 4.1 Events of Default Defined. The following shall be “Events of Default”

under this Agreement and the term “Event of Default” shall mean whenever it is used in this
Agreement any one or more of the following events:

@ Failure by the Developer to timely pay when due the payments required to be
paid or secured under any provision of this Agreement or which are otherwise required, including
the payment of any ad valorem real property taxes, special assessments, utility charges or other
governmental impositions with respect to the Property, the Project or any portion thereof.

2 Failure by the Developer to cause the construction of the Project to be completed
pursuant to the terms, conditions and limitations of this Agreement.



3 Failure by the Developer to observe or perform any other covenant, condition,
obligation or agreement on its part to be observed or performed under the Agreement.

(@) If Developer admits in writing of its inability to pay its debts generally as they
become due, or shall file or be involuntarily named as a debtor in a petition in bankruptcy, or
shall make an assignment for the benefit of creditors, or shall consent to the appointment of a
receiver of itself or of the whole or any substantial part of the Property.

5) If the Developer, on a petition in bankruptcy filed against it, be adjudicated
bankrupt, or a court of competent jurisdiction shall enter an order or decree appointing, without
the consent of the Developer, a receiver of the Developer or of the whole or substantially all of its
property, or approve a petition filed against the Developer seeking reorganization or
rearrangement of the Developer under the federal bankruptcy laws, and such adjudication, order
or decree shall not be vacated or set aside or stayed within sixty (60) days from the date of entry
thereof.

(6) If the Developer is in default under any mortgage and has not entered into a
workout agreement with the Mortgagee within sixty (60) days after such default

Section 4.2 Remedies on Default. Whenever any Event of Default referred to in Section
4.1 occurs and is continuing, the City, as specified below, in addition to any other remedies or
rights given the City under this Agreement, after the giving of thirty (30) days’ written notice to
the Developer citing with specificity the item or items of default and notifying the Developer that
it has thirty (30) days within which to cure said Event of Default, may take any one or more of
the following actions:

(1) The City may suspend its performance under this Agreement, including the
payment of any Tax Abatement, until it receives assurances from the Developer, deemed
adequate by the City, that the Developer will cure its default and continue its performance under
this Agreement.

2 The City may cancel and rescind the Agreement and reassess any ad valorem
property taxes previously abated in proportion to the Developer’s failure to construct or install the
Project Improvements against the Developer in the manner of a special assessment.

3 The City may take any action, including legal or administrative action, in law or
equity, which may appear necessary or desirable to collect any payments due under this
Agreement, or to enforce performance and observance of any obligation, agreement, or covenant
of the Developer under this Agreement; provided that any exercise by the City of its rights or
remedies hereunder shall always be subject to and limited by, and shall not defeat, render invalid
or limit in any way the lien of any mortgage authorized by this Agreement; and provided further
that should any Mortgagee succeed by foreclosure of the mortgage or deed in lieu thereof in
respect to the Developer’s interest in the Property, the Mortgagee shall, notwithstanding the
foregoing, be obligated to perform the obligations of the Developer to complete construction of
the Project described and in the manner required hereunder, but only to the extent that the same
have not theretofore been performed by the Developer.

(@) The City may withhold any certificate or permit required hereunder.

The notice of an Event of Default required in this Section shall be effective on the date
mailed or hand delivered to the Developer.



Section 4.3 No Remedy Exclusive. No remedy herein conferred upon or reserved to the
City is intended to be exclusive of any other available remedy or remedies, but each and every
such remedy shall be cumulative and shall be in addition to every other remedy given under this
Agreement or now or hereafter existing at law or in equity or by statute. No delay or omission to
exercise any right or power accruing upon any default shall impair any such right or power or
shall be construed to be a waiver thereof, but any such right and power may be exercised from
time to time and as often as may be deemed expedient. Except as expressly set forth herein, it
shall not be necessary to give notice to exercise a remedy, other than such notice as may be
required in this Article.

Section 4.4 No Implied Waiver. In the event any agreement contained in this Agreement
should be breached by any party hereto and thereafter waived by another party, such waiver shall
be limited to the particular breach so waived and shall not be deemed to waive any other
concurrent, previous or subsequent breach hereunder.

Section 4.5 Agreement to Pay Attorneys’ Fees and Expenses. Whenever any Event of
Default occurs and the City shall employ attorneys or incur other expenses for the collection of
payments due or to become due or for the enforcement or performance or observance of any
obligation or agreement on the part of the Developer herein contained, the Developer agrees that
it shall, on demand therefore, pay to the City the reasonable fees of such attorneys and such other
expenses so incurred by the City.

Section 4.6 Release and Indemnification Covenants.

@ The Developer expressly releases from and covenants and agrees to indemnify
and hold the City and its officers, agents, servants, employees and all members of the City
Council, its planning commission and other boards or commissions harmless from and against all
claims, costs and liability of every kind and nature, for injury or damage received or sustained by
any person or entity in connection with, or an account of the Project, the Property, or the
performance of work at the development site and elsewhere pursuant to this Agreement, and
further releases such officers employees, agents and members from any personal liability in
connection with handling funds pursuant to the terms of this Agreement. The indemnification
provided hereunder shall not apply to intentional acts or the gross misconduct of the individual or
entity so indemnified.

(2 Except for any willful misrepresentation or any willful or wanton misconduct of
the following named parties, the Developer agrees to protect and defend the City and its officers,
agents, servants and employees and all members of the City Council, its planning commission
and other boards or commissions, now or forever, and further agrees to hold the aforesaid
harmless from any claim, demand, action or other proceeding whatsoever by any person or entity
whatsoever arising or purportedly arising from a breach of the obligations of the Developer under
this Agreement, or the transactions contemplated hereby or the acquisition, construction,
installation, ownership, maintenance and operation of the Project.

3) The City and its officers, agents, employees and all members of the City Council,
its planning commission and other boards or commissions shall not be liable for any damages or
injury to the persons or property of the Developer or its officers, agents, servants or employees or
any other person who may be about the Project due to any act of negligence of any person.



(@) All covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements and obligations of the City
contained herein shall be deemed to be the covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements and
obligations of the City and not of any officer, agent, servant, employee or any members of the
City Council, its planning commission and other boards or commissions of the City in the
individual capacity thereof.

%) The Developer is not an agent of the City and this Agreement shall not be
construed as creating a joint venture, partnership or other joint arrangement between the
Developer and the City relating to the Project.

ARTICLE V
ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS

Section 5.1 Conflicts of Interest/No Personal Liability. No member of the governing
body of the City shall have any personal interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement, nor shall
any such member or any other official or employee of the City participate in any decision relating
to the Agreement which affects his or her personal interests or the interests of any corporation,
partnership or association in which he or she is directly or indirectly interested. No member,
official or employee of the City shall be personally liable to the Developer in the event of any
default or breach by the City or for any amount that may become due to the Developer for any
obligations under the terms of this Agreement.

Section 5.2. Non-Discrimination. Developer shall not violate any law applicable to it
with respect to civil rights and non-discrimination including, without limitation, Minnesota
Statutes, Section 181.59.

Section 5.3. No Merger. None of the provisions of this Agreement are intended to be or
shall be merged by reason of any deed transferring any interest in any part of the Property and
any such deed shall not be deemed to affect or impair the provisions of this Agreement.

Section 5.4. Cleanup. The Developer shall promptly clear or cause to be cleared from
the Property and any public streets or property, any soil, earth or debris or unnecessary personal
property or equipment resulting from construction work by the Developer or its agents or assigns.
If Developer fails to do so within two (2) business days of receipt of telephone or personally
delivered personal notice from the City, the City shall be entitled to undertake such corrective
action as it deems necessary and to charge the Developer for the cost of such corrective action.
This remedy is in addition to any other remedy available to the City hereunder. Developer’s
failure to pay such charges when billed by the City shall be an additional Event of Default under
this Agreement.

Section 5.5._Responsibility for Costs. Developer shall be responsible for the following
costs incurred with respect to this Agreement, which costs shall be paid as set forth below:

(1) The Developer shall reimburse the City for reasonable, administrative, and out-
of-pocket costs, expenses and disbursements incurred in the enforcement of this Agreement,
including engineering and attorney’s fees.



2 The Developer shall pay in full all bills submitted to it by the City within thirty
(30) days after receipt. If the bills are not paid on time, the City may without further notice to
Developer exercise any one or more of the remedies provided to the City by Article 5 hereunder.

Section 5.6 Notices and Demands. Except as otherwise expressly provided in this
Agreement, a notice, demand or other communication under this Agreement by any party to any
other shall be sufficiently given or delivered if it is dispatched by registered or certified mail,
postage prepaid, return receipt requested, or delivered personally, and

Section 5.8 Duration. This Agreement shall remain in effect through February 1, 2029
(same date as last reimbursement payment in § 3.8(3)), unless earlier terminated or rescinded in
accordance with its terms.

Section 5.9 Provisions Surviving Rescission or Expiration. Sections 4.5 and 4.6 shall
survive any rescission, termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect to or arising out
of any event, occurrence or circumstance existing prior to the date thereof.

Section 5.10 Records—Availability and Retention. Pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 16C.05,
subd. 5, the Developer agrees that the City, the State Auditor, or any of their duly authorized
representatives at any time during normal business hours and as often as they may reasonably
deem necessary, shall have access to and the right to examine, audit, excerpt, and transcribe any
books, documents, papers, records, etc., which are pertinent to the accounting practices and
procedures of the Developer and involve transactions relating to this Agreement. The Developer
agrees to maintain these records for a period of six years from the date of termination of this
Agreement.

Section 5.11 Data Practices. The parties acknowledge that this Agreement is subject to
the requirements of Minnesota’s Government Data Practices Act, Minnesota Statutes, Section
13.01 et seq.

Section 5.12. Rules of Interpretation.
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@ Governing Law. This Agreement shall be interpreted in accordance with and
governed by the laws of the State of Minnesota,

2 Includes Entire Agreement. The words "herein" and "hereof' and words of similar
import, without reference to any particular section or subdivision refer to this Agreement as a
whole rather than any particular section or subdivision hereof.

3 Original Sections. References herein to any particular article, section or
paragraph hereof are to the section or subdivision of this Agreement as originally executed.

(@) Headings. Any headings, captions, or titles of the several parts, articles, sections,
and paragraphs of this Agreement are inserted for convenience and reference only and shall be
disregarded in construing or interpreting any of its provision.

BACKGROUND: The 2022 sanitary sewer lining project in the SE part of town was started a few weeks ago.
As the attached memo from Joe Palen details, there have been some problems with reliability of contractor
owned or rented equipment, as well as contractor medical issues which have delayed the project. City staff, Mr.
Palen and the contractor have been working together to move the project forward.

BUDGET IMPACT: Mr. Palen and the contractor will be at the Council meeting to explain project status.
There is not a negative budget expectation from the project status.

ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED: City staff has been working with Mr. Palen in writing the attached memo.

RECOMMENDATION: City staff recommends, with Mr. Palen’s concurrence as is written within the
attached memo:

“Based upon the present circumstances, it is my opinion that a reasonable course of action is for the City of
Waseca to table the HK-Solutions completion date extension request in order to gather more information and
monitor construction until the December 20th Waseca Council meeting. At the December 20th meeting, the
City would be better positioned to decide if the contract extension is warranted and if Liquidated Damages
should be waived in exchange of the two-year contractor warranty extension for both the sanitary sewer pipe
lining and manhole rehabilitation work, with the City reserving the right to impose liquidated damages if HK-
Solutions fails to meet the revised completion dates. After the final City Council decision is made on the
extension of the construction completion dates, warranty extension and liquidated damages items, a contract
change order will be prepared to formally modify the contracts with HK-Solutions.”

Waseca's 2022 Sanitary Sewer Pipe and Manhole Rehabilitation Improvements were awarded to HK-
Solutions in separate contracts in June and July of 2022 and have a total contract value of $299,822.03.
The contract’s specified substantial completion date for both sewer pipe and manhole rehabilitation work
is November 25, 2022 and the Final contract completion date is December 9, 2022.

HK-Solutions has completed the pre-lining cleaning and televising of all sanitary sewer mains in the
project. Numerous cracked pipe / fractures, pipe wall voids and protruding traps were observed, but the
pipe can be rehabilitated using the specified pipe lining materials and techniques. As of December 1,
2022, the contractor has completed installation of approximately 23% of the sewer main lining included
in the contract. No appreciable work has been completed on the sanitary sewer manhole rehabilitation
work. We believe they have all necessary materials on hand to complete the sewer pipe lining and
manhole rehab work. HK-Solutions had scheduled to begin their work in October but were delayed until
mid-November due to a staff medical emergency and COVID positive crew members.

As a result of their staffing issues, HK-Solutions has requested an extension of the contract substantial
completion date for sewer lining activities to December 16, 2022 and a final completion date of
December 30, 2022. It is reasonable to assume that HK-Solutions will be able to complete the work
within the extended completion date window and that the quality of the sewer lining project should not be
impacted by weather conditions as sewer lining work routinely occurs during this time of year. That said,
HK-Solutions has had multiple equipment issues over their first few weeks of work on the project that
have resulted in delays in the work and the reinstating of lateral sewer services after pipe lining which
negatively impacts adjacent residents. Stantec, City Staff and HK Solutions have discussed the
equipment breakdowns and delays and redundant equipment systems and additional staff are being
provided to hopefully remedy the situation and improve performance moving forward.

The manhole rehabilitation work that HK-Solutions is under contract to complete is more weather and
temperature sensitive. Due to current conditions, HK-Solutions is proposing to delay Manhole
Rehabilitation until the Spring of 2023 and have requested an extension of the contract substantial
completion date for the Manhole Rehabilitation to be revised to May 15, 2023 and Final completion
would be revised to May 30, 2023. We agree with the contractor that current conditions are not
conducive to manhole rehabilitation work and we do not recommend the contractor proceed with the
work until conditions improve in the Spring of 2023.

Waseca'’s contract with HK-Solutions provides the City with the option to impose liquidated damages for
any delay in work beyond the contract completion dates using a formula of $1,000 per calendar day
beyond the specified completion date for the sewer pipe lining contract and $500 per calendar day for
each day beyond the specified completion date for the manhole rehabilitation improvements. Liquidated

Damages assessment is typically subject to winter suspension of construction activities due to weather
conditions and may require proof of owner damage.

HK-Solutions has requested Waseca not impose liquidated damages for the construction schedule
delays and associated construction completion date extension request. In exchange, HK-Solutions has
offered to provide an additional two year warranty on their work. In addition, if HK-Solutions would fail to
meet its proposed revised completion dates, it would again be subject to liquidated damages imposed by
the City of Waseca.

Based upon the present circumstances, it is my opinion that a reasonable course of action is for the City
of Waseca to table the HK-Solutions completion date extension request in order to gather more
information and monitor construction until the December 20" Waseca Council meeting. At the
December 20" meeting, the City would be better positioned to decide if the contract extension is
warranted and if Liquidated Damages should be waived in exchange of the two-year contractor warranty
extension for both the sanitary sewer pipe lining and manhole rehabilitation work, with the City reserving
the right to impose liquidated damages if HK-Solutions fails to meet the revised completion dates. After
the final City Council decision is made on the extension of the construction completion dates, warranty
extension and liquidated damages items, a contract change order will be prepared to formally modify the
contracts with HK-Solutions.

BACKGROUND: The work on the North State Street Trunk Water Main Improvements Project (City Project No.
2022-06) has been completed and all work has been approved and accepted by Stantec and City staff. This
project consisted of the replacement and upsizing of water main along North State Street (State Hwy 13) from
11t Ave to 19t Ave, including new fire hydrants and water service connections. The project is therefore ready
for final acceptance and final payment.

The total cost is $1,142,918.00 and the original contract amount was $1,162,791.95. The original engineer’s
construction estimate from Stantec was $962,123.65. One change order (attached) totaling $8,310.00 and final
quantity adjustments of -$28,183.95 account for the decrease of $19,873.95 from the original contract price.
The change order was for additional fittings, material, and testing for a high groundwater water main
connection, the removal of additional steel casing, and the installation of a 4” water service via directional
drilling instead of by open trench.

Final payment will be released after the contractor (Wencl Construction Inc.) has provided all required project
close-out documentation.

BUDGET IMPACT: This project was included in the City’s Capital Improvement Plan with a total of $1,725,000 in
Water Utility funds budgeted. Stantec was contracted to complete project design and inspection for a not-to-
exceed total of $199,793 and American Engineering Testing (AET) was contracted to complete investigative soil
borings for a not-to-exceed total of $6,845, resulting in a total project cost of $1,349,556.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends the Waseca City Council accept the work and approve Pay Request
No. 3 — Final for the North State Street Trunk Water Main Improvements Project (City Project No. 2022-06).

Description of Work

During the construction of the North State Street Trunk Watermain Improvements, the City of Waseca and Wencl
Construction Inc. identified a number of modifications to the construction plans that were required 1o facilitate
construction due to subsurface conditons identified during excavation for construction. These modifications have been
incorporated into this Change Order to document the agreed upon modifications and methods of payment. These
meodifications are described as follows:

ltem A - The existing 20-inch diameter steel casing crossing under TH 13, south of 19th Avenue exiended out further than
shown on the record drawings. As such, a section of the casing needed to be removed fo facilitate conection to the
existing watermain housed within the casing. Additional watermain fittings, backfill material and testing were required to
complete the connection in high groundwaier conditions. Payment for this lump sum item s in addition o bid unit price
payments for the frunk watermain connection to the existing watermain housed within the steel casing.

ltem B - The installation of the 4-inch diameter water service pipe serving Kwik Trip required installation via horizontal
directional driling in lieu of the planned open trench and casing instailation.
